Bear Protection non-food items such as
suntan lotion, insect repellent,
soap or candles. Keep
barbecue grills clean. Keep pet
food and pets inside. Securely
block access to potential crawl
spaces under decks and
buildings. Keep doors and
windows closed and locked as
scents can lure bears inside.
