Styrofoam recycling is back!
Starting this October you can bring in 

Styrofoam to NRWS Recycling Center, 920 
American Way, for recycling. Styrofoam 
must be clean with no stickers or tape 

to be accepted. 

What’s accepted?
- Block Styrofoam

-  Food Service items: cups, egg cartons, and 
meat trays that  are empty and clean.

What’s not accepted?
- packaging peanuts of any kind

- food soiled material
- material with labels, stickers, or tape

- Straws or lids

What’s the procedure?
Please:

- Deposit foam in a clear or translucent bag
- Place block foam and foodservice foam

 in separate bags
- Rinse/ wipe clean food service containers.
- Bring toAmerican Way Recycling Center, 

for drop off

Billing Information
 Monthly vs. Quarterly Payments:

Residential bills are sent out in advance each quarter, and are 
typically due in full upon receipt. However, we realize that 

monthly payments may be more manageable for some household 
budgets. Although we do not send monthly statements, monthly 
payments are accepted. Please notify our office should you wish

 to send monthly payments.

Online Billing Update:
For those of you that pay your bill online you can now view your 
statement online as well. Please note that the online statement is 
for online payment only and is not valid for mail in payments.

Sign Up for Online Billing and Save Paper!
To register your account online visit our website at 

NorthernRecycling.biz; you will need your account number and 
access code located on the top right hand corner of your bill. You 

will be able to view your statement and pay your bill online. 
Consider saving paper, by updating your account to receive email
billing notifications only. Please note that online statements are for 

online viewing only. Please do not print and use for mail in payments.

Christmas Trees can be dropped off, free of 
charge during the month of January 2014 
at the Town of Paradise Vegetative Waste 
Facility located at 925 American Way, 
Paradise. Trees with tinsel or flocking will 
not be accepted.

You may also place 
your tree inside of your 
brown cart in 3 ft. sec-
tions so it fits with lid 
closed; NOT outside 
it.

All 
ornaments and metal 
stands must be removed. 
Flocked trees will not 
be accepted.
